Measles is a highly contagious disease. In 2007, measles in adolescents and young adults was all the rage in high
schools and universities in Japan, resulting in a situation in which a large number of universities were forced to close.

In order to prevent epidemic of infectious diseases, the Okayama University requires all new entering students to
check the vaccination record or undergo antibody test, and be immunized against infectious diseases such as measles
and rubella, if necessary.

Please, receive vaccination or undergo examination of antibody tests in a clinic, if a student without a history of

measles has not been immunized (two doses are required) nor tested for antibodies. Student without positive results

in antibody tests must be immunized, unless he or she has a special reason.

In addition, epidemic of rubella has also become a social problem in Japan these days.
Thus, students who are not sure for vaccination of rubella are recommended to receive measles-rubella (MR)

vaccine.

In addition, chickenpox and mumps are also infectious diseases that should be prevented by the vaccine. If it is not
clear that a student has been infected with or fully vaccinated against these viruses in the past, please receive two
doses of each vaccine to prevent the infection, like measles and rubella.

These vaccinations are also available at the Health Service Center for a fee.

It should also be noted that students should keep vaccination certificates and record of antibody testing.
